Caldwell to host community Lenten services

Lenten services a chance to
get away from the hustle and
bustle of the work week and
turn toward a higher calling

Caldwell Memorial Presbyterian
will open its doors to welcome up to
200 cross-denominational worship-
ers when our church hosts seven
weeks of Lenten services for the
members of four Elizabeth area
churches beginning on Ash Wednes-
day, February 17.

Each short 35 minute service will
be held at 12:00 noon in the Cald-
well sanctuary every Wednesday
during Lent . Attendees can then
dine on a lunch of soup and bread
supplied by Elizabeth area restau-
rants. Churches joining together are
Hawthorne Lane Methodist, St.
Martin’s Episcopal, St. John’s

Baptist, and the chaplain’s offices of

nearby Presbyterian Hospital and
CMC Mercy.

This is the second year the four
congregations have banded together
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for a joint Lenten service. The spirit
of cooperation occurred during a
lunch of the religious leadership of
each church, including our Pastor
John Cleghorn. “The question was
asked ‘why aren’t we doing this to-
gether’ and they all agreed,” said
Pastor Cleghorn, who volunteered
Caldwell for the 2010 Lenten season.
“And we’ve all been very pleased. It
feels like we’re just starting. It’s an
opportunity to work together on mis-
sion and service.”

Pastor Cleghorn will open and
close the series of services and the
leader of each church will rotate in
leading each service. The service
will start with prayer followed by
scripture, music (including the Cald-
well choir), hymns and a message by
that weeks’ assigned leader. The
communal approach gives visitors,
and Caldwell members, a chance to
experience each other’s styles of
worship.

There will also be a collection with
proceeds to benefit homeless men
who are studying culinary skills.
Those men may serve the luncheon.
A similar approach to collections
was taken in 2009 when nearly
$3,000 was raised. Soup and bread
for lunch are in keeping with the
simplicity of the season of Lent.

Those who stay to eat can donate
$5 toward the meal.

The abbreviated but solemn mid-
week service will be spiritually up-
lifting at the right time according to
Pastor Cleghorn. “The respite of a
mid week worship away from the
hustle and bustle of the work week”
is a positive, said Pastor Cleghom.

Caldwell is doing well financially

given these economic times. Living
within our budget, the 2010 budget
will be flat versus 2009.

We finished 2009 with a modest
positive balance.

During 2010, our budget will sup-
port efforts around mission work
as well as enhance our programs
under congregational care.

We hope to apply for some grant
funding this year; if you have ex-
perience with grant-writing and
would like to help with this pro-
ject, please let us know.

On January 24th we'll hold a con-
gregational meeting following
worship services to review and
approve the 2010 budget.

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The Wisdom of a King

Pastor’s Message

Each year at this time, I reach for a
book I read in seminary, a collection
of Martin Luther King, Jr.’s ser-
mons titled Strength to Love.

We’ve come to identify King as
the remarkable leader of the civil
rights movement — a master strate-
gist, a national and international po-
litical influence and the charismatic
inspiration of both black and white.
But do we ever forget that he was
first and foremost a preacher and an
aspiring theologian before God
called him at the age of 26 to change
history?

King’s sermons read as strongly as
they sounded. Rather than taking up
this space with my thoughts, |
wanted to share some of King’s with
you. As we look out on our many
opportunities in 2010, King’s voice
reaches forward from when he first
spoke these words in 1963. So, take
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your time with these excerpts, the
wisdom of a King, taken from my
dog-eared book of King’s sermons.
Preaching on Matthew 10:16 ....
“We must combine the toughness of
the serpent and the softness of a dove
..... The softminded man always
fears change. He feels security in the
status quo, and he has an almost mor-
bid fear of the new .... Softminded-
ness is one of the basic causes of race
prejudice ....

“But we must not stop with the culti-
vation of a tough mind. The gospel
also demands a tender heart .... The
greatness of our God lies in the fact
that he is toughminded and tender-
hearted. God has two outstretched
arms. One is strong enough to sur-
round us with justice and one is gen-
tle enough to embrace us with
grace.”

Preaching on Romans 12:2 ...
“Nowhere is (humanity’s) tragic ten-
dency to conform (to the ways of the
world) more evident than in the
church, an institution which has often
served to crystallize, conserve, and
even bless the patterns of the major-
ity opinion.”

“We need to recapture the gospel
glow of the early Christians, who
were nonconformists in the truest
sense of the word and refused to
shape their witness according to the
mundane patterns of the world ....
“Gradually, however, the church be-
came so entrenched in wealth and
prestige that it began to dilute the
strong demands of the gospel and to
conform to the ways of the world.
And, ever since, the church has been
a weak and ineffectual trumpet mak-
ing uncertain sounds. If the church of
Jesus Christ is to regain once more
its power, message and authentic
ring, it must conform only to the de-
mands of the gospel.”
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From King’s imaginary letter from
the Apostle Paul to America ....

“For many years [ have longed to see
you. I have heard much about you
and what you are doing. News has
come to me regarding the fascinating
and astounding advances that you
have made in the scientific realm
“But, America, [ wonder whether
your moral and spiritual progress has
been commensurate with your scien-
tific progress. It appears to me that
your moral progress lags behind
your scientific progress, your men-
tality outdistances your morality, and
your civilization outshines your cul-
ture.”

“American Christians ... you have a
dual citizenry. You live in both time
and eternity. Your highest loyalty is
to God, and not the mores or the
folkways, the state or the nation, or
any man-made institution. If any
earthly institution or custom con-
flicts with God’s will, it is your
Christian duty to oppose it.”

Caldwell has a long history of a hands-on (to say nothing of sweat equity)
approach to creation of homes for families in Charlotte, and our effort to build
the future through Habitat for Humanity is on solid footing.

So it’s worth noting that Tom Bohr has assumed the ceremonial tool belt
from our equally long-time H4H coordinator Bob Metzler. Thanks, Bob, for a
job done often and done well.

Here’s what Tom has to say about continuing our Mission with local Habitat
for Humanity efforts:

¢ Solely focused on home ownership - helping people achieve home owner-
ship is even more relevant in today’s economy.

1. Homeowners are involved with 250 sweat equity hours plus home owner
classes.

2. A financially ‘green’ mortgage recycling program offers zero interest, no
-profit mortgage loans. The payments are recycled to help finance future
homes. More than 100 Habitat mortgages have been paid off—this is
great news in bad economic times of foreclosures and homes lost.

o Habitat Charlotte has served over 900 families.

e Habitat’s efforts are global. It partners with Habitat for Humanity in El Sal-
vador, where one home is funded for every one built in Charlotte.

¢ Other programs - Neighborhood Revitalization Initiative started in October,
2009 - gives rebirth to foreclosed homes, families and neighborhoods, plus
critical home repair services.

100 mortgages paid off
in full

Habitat Charlotte celebrated
100 homeowners who have paid
off their mortgages. To celebrate
this milestone, the organization
held a mortgage burning event in
its parking lot. The event took
place in October and more than
20 homeowners participated by
coming out and torching copies of
their mortgages. This was a huge
milestone for the homeowners
and Habitat Charlotte. In the past
26 years, the affiliate has built
more than 850 homes for local
low-income families. In return,
Habitat homeowners give back to
the community, paying more than
$600,000 in property taxes since
2008. Since 1983, Habitat home-
owners' cumulative property taxes
total over six million dollars.
Caldwell’s tireless volunteers
have been a big part of this proud
record of home construction.

Meet homeowners Tep Rahlan,
Sem Puih and family. Tep and
Sem came to the U.S. from Viet-
nam via Cambodia in 2002. Tep
has worked for Kripsy Kreme
since 2003, while Sem cares for
their two children. They are ex-
pecting a third child this month.
This hard working and caring
family is thankful to be moving
out of their cramped rundown
apartment and into their new
Habitat home this spring.

Thoughts on the impact of Martin
Luther King Jr.:

Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. was influ-
ential in my life because of his ex-
ample as well as his words and
deeds. On a fairly concrete level, he
demonstrated the effectiveness of
people working together in large
groups as part of a collective action,
rather than taking individual actions
in isolation that could be easily dis-
counted. The notion that every hu-
man being was of equal value was a
message that Dr. King directed at
those who would keep others down,

but it also resonated with the targets
of discrimination who could begin to
see themselves in a different light,
despite what society had told them.
Dr. King walked tall, held his head
high and was certainly more articu-
late than most of the people who
would have had an issue with him
living in their neighborhood. My ex-
husband attended segregated schools
until high school — long after Dr.
King was taken from us. I never had
that experience myself, thanks in
part to Dr. King’s efforts. Change
didn’t happen overnight and this na-
tion still has work to do on the issue
of race.

Dr. King proposed the idea of one
God, who intentionally created us in
many hues, giving each of each
equal value as individuals, as well as
equal responsibility for one another.
This was a key principle of how I
wanted to live my life and how I
thought the world should operate.
At Caldwell, every week there are
visible examples of that global con-
nection and universal responsibility.
We may be at war in Afghanistan,
but we pray for the Afghan people
because they are also children of
God.

One of my struggles with organized
religion was with the need to place
people into categories- Christian,
Jew, Muslim, Hindu, etc. What Dr.
King spoke about was the common-
ality of all people. He was Christian,
without a doubt, yet he did not see
others as “lesser than” those who
identify themselves as Christians.

In my personal faith journey, I had
difficulty accepting the idea that
Christians were somehow favored,
when the fact is that geography plays
a significant role in determining
which religions a person is exposed
to. Dr. King’s egalitarian philoso-
phy, as he expressed it, was not di-
rectly inconsistent with my personal
view that God (the Father) may have
offered us more than one route to
salvation, even though as a person
born into a largely Christian society,
Jesus as an entity, provided the clear-
est and most direct route to humanity
achieving whatever purpose was in-
tended by our God in the process of
creation. Certainly, He is wiser than
we are and perhaps He had an inten-
tion that we cannot begin to compre-
hend with our own feeble intelligen-
ces.

Perhaps Dr. King was a tool to help
us see a broader picture of what liv-
ing the life God intended should and
could be.

I have a dream that one day, down in
Alabama, with its vicious racists, with
its governor having his lips dripping
with the words of interposition and nulli-
fication; one day right there in Alabama,
little black boys and black girls will be
able to join hands with little white boys
and white girls as sisters and brothers.

I have a dream today...

This is our hope. This is the faith that |
go back to the South with. With this
faith we will be able to hew out of the
mountain of despair a stone of hope.
With this faith we will be able to trans-
form the jangling discords of our nation
into a beautiful symphony of brother-
hood. With this faith we will be able to
work together, to pray together, to strug-
gle together, to go to jail together, to
stand up for freedom together, knowing
that we will be free one day...

And if America is to be a great nation
this must become true.

Let freedom ring from the
mighty mountains of New York. Let
freedom ring from the heightening Alle-
ghenies of Pennsylvania!...

Update From the New Member Engagement Committee

The New Member Engagement Committee was organized late in August
2009 with the goal of exploring ways to assure that new members are wel-
comed and fully integrated into the life of Caldwell as quickly as possible.
Those participating in the committee included Woody Connette, Mark Rowe,
Lawrence David Sander, Marie Mancinelli, and Terry Niles.

The committee began its work by discussing how to collect detailed informa-
tion related to skills, interests, and abilities of new church members as well as
current members in an efficient manner. Janet Blanchard and Leslie Gipple
introduced the committee to the church’s Power Church software program,
which the committee believes will be an excellent tool for keeping track of
members’ time and talent interests. The committee will continue to explore
this tool and develop a system for assuring that information is updated in the
Power Church program and that committee and mission groups within the
church are well aware of members’ interests.

After several brainstorming sessions, the committee identified top priorities as:

1.Enhancing our name tags to increase their usage.

2.Creating a “buddy system” program to quickly connect new members with
established members to assure new members are encouraged to participate in
the life of Caldwell and that they are able to develop friendships and support
within the church family.

3.Developing a personal information form to capture the time and talent inter
ests of new members.

4.Having a representative from the committee participate in New Members
classes.

Research has already begun on name tags that will best suit our needs and
we look forward to seeing this implemented in early 2010.

During the months of November and December, the committee took on the
task of following up with over 35 individuals to gather more detailed informa-
tion about their time and talent interests as indicated on the time and talent
pledge cards from the 2010 Stewardship Campaign. The information gathered
from these calls will be helpful in getting members plugged into ministries of
the church in 2010.

The committee will continue to focus on developing and recruiting members
to develop and/or serve in the “buddy system” program, continue to examine
methods to assure time and talent information is continuously collected as new
members join , and develop processes for assuring new members are quickly
connected with programs and ministries in the church.
